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Our topic this half term is The Sights and Sounds of Africa.

Within this theme, we will expand our children’s understandmg of the world begond Eng[and The children will
travel bg text and the brilliance of their imaginations to the continent of Aerca. Theg will f'md out about

dtfferent cultures, as well as compare climates, animals, cLotthg, mustc, food, Landscapes and L'Lfestg[es with

those that theg are famL[Lar with.

As writers, children will be encouraged to become more independent with their writing with some dictated
sentences and captions, but with the goal of applying their phonics skills independently. Children will continue
to use adjectives and verbs, to enable them to become more expressive and descriptive with their writing. In

addition, there will be opportunities to write labels, lists and short stories.

As readers, our talk for writing journey continues with the well-known story of ‘Jack and the Beanstalk, where

sequencing skills will help the children to retell this story.

In Maths, children will be developing and embedding their number knowledge, understanding the composition

In Science, we will look at the similarities and deferences between the weather in the UK and the weather

in Africa. In addition, we will be making observations of changes over time as we welcome another season.

In Computing, we will be finding out about boats from a range of sources and creating boats in role play
record‘mg what we have made ustng tPads. In online safe’cg, we will be Leam'mg about personaL Lnforma’clon

and onLg shar'mg it with trusted peopLe.

In Design and Technology we will be revising all our joining techniques and ensuring that we are confident
with them all. Children will make a range of African inspired jewellery and instruments using a mixture of
materials. We will also make fruit kebabs in our Food Technology Room.

In Geographg. we will make observations of Aerca and how it dlffers from other pLaces that we have learnt

about this year. We will compare weather, Landscapes, animals and traditions with those of our own.

In History, we will make observations about how the children have grown since birth and this year at school,
using photos and their learning journeys to see progression and stimulate conversations.

In Music, we will be Lntroducmg soundscapes and revisiting how to pLaH some percussion instruments. Children

will compose new words and actions for a song, sing in call and response and use their voices to make sound

effects.

In PSHE, we will focus on cultural and soctal deferences between us and peop[e who live in Aerca. We will

discuss in groups and in patirs, showmg consideration and understandmg to each other.

In PE, we will learn traditional Afrlccm dances. Children will extend their team games teachmg bg workmg

specifically on ball control and skills.
In RE. children will explore the Muslim faith of Islam and its links to Aerca and the UK.
